1. Visparigie noteikumi
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Dalibnieks apliecina, ka:
o vina veselibas stavoklis atlauj piedalities treninos;
o vin$ nav alkohola, narkotiku vai citu vielu ietekmg;
o piekrit alkohola testam péc organizatora pieprasijuma.
Atsakoties no testa — daliba tiek liegta.
Braucéjs uznemas pilnu atbildibu par sevi un pasazieriem (veselibu, piespradzésanos, kiverém u.c.).
1. parkapums — bridinajums.
2. parkapums — liegta pieeja treniniem.
Aizsargkivere ir obligata gan braucéjam, gan pasazierim.
Apgérbs: aizliegts plandoss vai viegli uzliesmojoss apgérbs (piem., neilons, mételi, sniega kostimi).
Atlauti tikai ciesi, slegti apgéerbi un apavi.

29. Dalibnieks piekrit, ka vins var tikt filméts un fotograféts; materiali var tikt publicéti.
30. Line-up zona jaievero princips: vienu reizi vadosais, vienu reizi sekotdjs.
Apzinata izvairisanas no vadosa brauciena — dalibas liegums.
31. Dalibnieka dati tiek izmantoti treninu organizésanai lidz 31.12.2026.
32. Divkartéja neierasanas, ja veikta registracija — nakamreiz tikai ar priekSapmaksu.

ENGLISH
GENERAL SAFETY RULES FOR TRACK DAYS / PRACTICES AND COMPETITION PARTICIPANTS
DRIFT 2026 SEASON
The following rules are valid for the entire 2026 season.
If any of these track day or practice rules are violated, organizers have the right to deny access to future
track days/practices, and to terminate participation in the ongoing event.
Participation in the track day/practice is allowed only if the participant has read and agreed to these safety
rules
RULES
1. The participant confirms that their health condition allows them to take part in such sporting
activities; they are not under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or any intoxicating substances, and
agree to take a breath alcohol test if requested.
Refusal to take the test results in denied participation.
Organizers may refuse participation at any time if deemed necessary.
2. The driver assumes full responsibility for themselves and their passengers, including:
o ensuring passengers are properly buckled in and wearing helmets;
o ensuring they follow all safety rules.
If the driver violates safety rules, they receive a warning the first time and a ban from training
the second time.
The same applies if a passenger violates safety rules.
Passengers must fully understand the health and safety risks when entering a competition car.
3. Helmet use is mandatory for both driver and passenger.
The helmet must be properly fastened.
4. Loose or flammable clothing is not allowed.
Clothing must be fully closed, non-loose, and non-flammable (no nylon or easily combustible
materials).
Short sleeves, shorts, puffy jackets, coats, or snowsuits are prohibited.
Closed shoes are mandatory.
5. Walking on the track is prohibited.
6. Participants must know the meaning of flag and/or light signals.
o Red flag: slow down significantly and continue carefully.
o Green flag: you are cleared to enter the track.
7. Intentional stopping, colliding with other cars, or hitting safety barriers on purpose is strictly
prohibited.
8. Leaving the car on track is forbidden while other cars are still driving, except in case of fire risk.
Leave the vehicle only when no other cars are nearby and you can safely move to a secure area.
9. Racing or competition between practice participants is forbidden.
10. In case of technical failure, move to the track edge immediately, ideally off the asphalt, and signal by
raising your hand to notify marshals.
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If safety rules are violated, the practice manager may issue a warning, and in case of a repeated
offense, ban further participation.

The participation fee is non-refundable.

Each participant acknowledges and accepts all possible risks.

Every driver is fully responsible for their vehicle, health, and actions on track.

The car must be technically safe and prepared for drifting.

Organizers and start marshals have the right to forbid passenger rides, even if the car has a roll cage,
depending on the driver’s stability and safety.

Drifting, burnout, or tire warming outside the designated track area or in the paddock is strictly
prohibited.

Drifting or sliding during transfer from the paddock to the start area is prohibited.

Maximum speed in the paddock: 10 km/h.

Keep the area clean!

If trash is left behind, organizers may ban participation in future events.

Use a floor mat under your car in the paddock.

Cutting in line to reach the start area faster is prohibited.

Windows and sunroofs must remain closed during driving.

Entering the track without permission or starting without the start marshal’s signal is prohibited.
For tandem or train runs, you must clearly signal through the side window and receive approval from
the practice manager.

While in line-up/start zone, be ready to drive — strapped in, helmet on.

Smoking in the start zone is prohibited.

Changing direction, configuration, or stopping without reason on the track is prohibited.
Reminder: Third-party insurance (OCTA) is not valid on track.

KASKO insurance applies only if it is specifically extended for extreme driving.

Participation in training is a donation, payable also by card.

By completing the registration form, the driver agrees that they may be photographed or filmed, and
media may be used on social networks.

In line-up, drivers must alternate — one run as a lead car, one as a chase car.

Repeated refusal to lead may result in denied participation.

By registering, the participant agrees that organizers may use provided data for winter practice
organization until December 31, 2026.

If a participant registers twice in a row but doesn’t show up, organizers may refuse further
registrations or require prepayment.
